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THE PROPOSED CHEMICAL REGULATIONS OF DRINKING WATER IN ISRAEL: GENERAL TRENDS AND ANALYTICAL ASPECTS

Every decade or so the health ministry nominates a committee to advise on new drinking water guidelines. Recently, the last subcommittee issued its recommendations for drinking water guidelines, and public comments have already been received. 

The proposed changes in the Israeli drinking water regulations and a comparison with international drinking water standards (including the USEPA regulations, the WHO guidelines and EU directives) will be described. The lecture will underscore analytical chemistry issues. Examples of cases where analytical chemistry played a dominant role in setting the new standards will be discussed. The impact of the new regulations on the analytical laboratories will be discussed.
