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OPTICAL METHODS FOR CULTURAL HERITAGE

The determination of the composition of materials used in paintings, frescoes, ceramics and other artistic or archaeological manufacts is useful both for the knowledge of the artwork and for planning of the proper conservation and restoring interventions. 

In many situations, the information on the materials under study must be obtained in situ, in short times and without compromising the integrity of the artwork; this constraints have made interesting the use of optical sensors for the analysis of Cultural Heritage objects.

In this talk we will introduce the principles of LIBS and Raman micro-analysis, as well as multi-spectral imaging of objects of interest for Cultural Heritage conservation and study.
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
