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With the ever increasing requirements for monitoring of plant emissions, workplace environments, and ambient air the issue of instrument calibration becomes more and more important. A key component in the process of calibration is the calibration standard.

Gaseous calibration standards can be procured from many different sources, including national metrology groups, specialty gas companies, and industrial gas companies.

In all cases the value of a calibration standard, both from a quality and a cost basis, is determined by the traceability of the gas to internationally recognized standards.

This presentation will discuss the various methods of traceability and the terminology used to define these calibration standards.
