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A New FTIR Spectrometer and Revolutionary DialPath Accessory for Effortless Analysis of Liquids
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The introduction of the new Agilent Cary 630 FTIR also sees the introduction of a new and revolutionary approach to liquids analysis.  Traditionally, liquids analysis by FTIR has been a very time consuming process, mainly due to length of time required to thoroughly clean the liquid cell inbetween samples.  The new DialPath accessory now allows rapid, accurate liquid measurement from just a single droplet of sample, and with this accessory the cleanup stage between samples takes just a matter of few seconds.  This presentation will give examples of how this accessory can be used for qualitative identification of liquid raw materials, quantitation of impurities in a raw material, and how it can handle volatile samples that are difficult to measure by traditional means.
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
