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DISSOLUTION PROFILE MEASUREMENTS:  WORK FLOW OF THE FULLY AUTOMATED UNATTENDED DOUBLE BATH DISSOLUTION SYSTEM FOR EXTENDED RELEASE TABLETS

Extended-release dosage forms' analysis of dissolution profile requires several time interval sampling points.  The poster describes a technique, whereby two dissolution baths and one specially designed HPLC system are synchronized to provide either one or two full dissolution profiles.  

The steps in the procedure are described on the poster as follows:

- System hardware modules for automated analysis: The dissolution bath with the special transfer module's components and the details of transfer of samples automatically and unattended into the HPLC's autosampler.

- System software: The use of sample set template wizard for creating a test sequence, as well as creating processing methods in advance, adjusting its parameters for the automatic calculations of dissolution, dissolution profile and other relevant information to the dissolution properties of the extended release product.
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
