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ANALYSIS OF AMINOGLYCOSIDE ANTIBIOTICS
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Aminoglycosides are a broad-spectrum antibiotics used against gram-positive and gram-negative bacillary infections in both clinical and veterinary medicine. We developed a simple and sensitive analysis method for the determination of Neomycin, Spectinomycin, Tobramycin and Gentamicin in pharmaceutical preparations, using reversed-phase Liquid Chromatography (LC) and Pulsed Amperometric Detection (PAD) on a gold working electrode after post-column addition of sodium hydroxide. For the analysis of Kanamycin and Amikacin another system solution is available based on ion exchange chromatography with PAD.
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
